Chingiz Aitmatov
       Chingiz Aitmatov, People's Writer of Kyrgyzstan, laureate of numerous awards, was born in the village of Shaker, Kyrgyzstan.  He studied first in a village school, then in a school in the district center.  During the Second World War - in the summer of 1943, when the number of men in the village decreased due to the fact that most people went to the front, 15-year-old Chingiz Shekar was appointed the secretary of the Village Council.  Later, he studied at the zoo-veterinary technical school in Jambul, as well as at the Kyrgyz Agricultural Institute, graduating in 1953.
       Chingiz Aitmatov, who received a higher education, worked at the Livestock Science-Research Institute of the Kyrgyz SSR.  He entered the literary world in 1952 with several stories published in local newspapers.  He translated the works of Kyrgyz writers into Russian and studied at the Institute of Literature named after M. Gorky in Moscow.
        In August 1958, Chingiz Aytmatov's short story "Jamila" was published in "Yeni dünya" ("Noviy mir") magazine.  When the story was published in Europe, Western readers witnessed the skillful rendering of the sensitivity of the human character in this work.  The novel "Jamila" created a wide response among the literary community and readers, and was called "the most beautiful love story in the world".
        Later, Chingiz Aitmatov mastered the Kyrgyz theme more deeply.  He skillfully worked on the works "My poplar with a red scarf" and "Kosek gözhi" and managed to penetrate the inner world of the charachters.  Conventionality and life reality are organically combined in the story "Mother  Field" written in 1963.  In the same year, the writer's story "The First Teacher" was also published.  But all these works were the prologue of the great prose of the author.
       Chingiz Aitmatov's heroes were morally strong, compassionate and active people.  That is why the writer was also called a master of psychological portraiture.
      In the novels "White Ship" (1970), "Piebald Dog Running along the Shore" (1977), "The Day  lasts  more then a century" (1980), the writer touched on the acute philosophical, ethical and social problems of the time.
      Chingiz Aitmatov, who covered the spiritual and moral problems of the time in his works, was able to raise an ordinary life event to a global level and look at it from a high point of view.  He saw and showed the philosophy and essence of the events he described.  That's why his works were received with interest not only in his country, but all over the world.
