Mahmud Kashgari - "Divan-i Lüğat-it Turk"
       Although we do not have extensive and exhaustive information about the life of Mahmud Kashgari, who had special merits in studying the spiritual borders, language richness, uniqueness of the Turkic World, and bringing it to the future by making it a book, the influence of his worthy efforts is obvious.  Now Kashgari's famous book is one of the most valuable sources about the Turkic World since centuries.  Mahmud Kashgari's acceptance of the "Kashgari" ratio does not necessarily mean that he was born in Kashgar, but growing up, living, and studying here is enough for that.
       M. Kashgari received an excellent education for his time.  There is historical information about the existence of many schools and madrasas in Kashgar during that period.  We also find information about his studies in Samarkand, Hishapur and Bukhara.  So, Kashgari was in these places as well .  He could have come here to learn the characteristics of local Turkish dialects.  However, the fact that there were no Turks living in Hishapur at that time gives reason to conclude that Kashgari came to these places to study.  He perfectly studied many sciences of the Kashgari era, mathematics, arithmetic, geometry, astronomy, language, literature, history, geography, philosophy, law, medicine, theology, pedagogy, psychology, military art, logic, politics, ethics taught in madrasas at that time.  He also studied other sciences.  Also, he knew several languages ​​perfectly.
       "Divani-luğat-it-turk" was written by Mahmud Kashgarli in 1074.  The dictionary contains more than 9,000 words, indicating which subgroup they belong to.  This will give serious conclusions to the researchers about common Turkish.  If we don't have this work, we cannot read and understand "Dade Gorgud dastanlari", "Kutagdu-bilik" and others.  This work is a mirror of the Turkish world since thousand years ago.  All the titles, nicknames, male and female names, flora, fauna, weapons, fabric names, palace titles, in short, the names of every field are there in the dictionary.  Kashgari wrote all the words of his time in his dictionary.  This is not just an encyclopedic dictionary.  Here are 318 proverbs.  This is a great treasure trove of inquiry from that era.  240 verses and stanzas of poetry, about 40 food and drink recipes were given.  They are an invaluable treasure for the history of Turkish culture.  The original of this work was found in 1914 and published in Istanbul in 1915-1917.
       Kashgari is considered a Turkologist who united the Uyghur, Oghuz, Kipchak, Turkmen, Kyrgyz, Yagma and other Turkic peoples under the name Turk.  His precious work, which introduces the countries, cities, and villages inhabited by Turks and conveys detailed information, was also awarded the title of Turkish geographer.
