Ahmed Yesavi
      Famous Sufi poet and thinker Khoja Ahmet Yasavi has a special place among the outstanding personalities that the Turkic world gave to human culture.  Ahmed Sheikh Ibrahim oglu Yesavi was born in 1103 in the present Kazakhstan in his spiritual family.  He studied fiqh (law), hadith sciences and Sharia rules from the famous scholars of that time, and became known as an outstanding religious scholar in a short period of time.  Ahmed Yesavi, who has hundreds of disciples, lived a simple life.  The thinker, who was also engaged in handicrafts, made a wooden spoon and earned his daily living with it.  Research shows that Ahmed Yesavi, who has great love for humanity, digs a deep well in front of his house at the age of 63.  He spends the rest of his life sitting in a well and praying to God.  He died in 1167 in the city of Yesi.  Turks welcome this loss with deep sadness.  He is buried near his home with great honor and respect.  They also build a small tomb over his grave.  At the end of the 14th century, the great ruler of the East, Amir Teymur, visited his tomb.  On the order of the Shah, a magnificent architectural monument was erected over the grave of the sect master.  Khoja Ahmed Yesavi, whose name has been remembered with great respect and reverence in all Turkic countries since the 12th century, was also recognized as a master of powerful words.  2016 was declared by UNESCO as the "Year of Khoja Ahmed Yasavi".  On this occasion, events were held in Turkic-speaking countries, including Azerbaijan, under the organization of TURKSOY.
