Turkmen poet Mammadvali Kamina
No information about the life of Mammadvali Kamina (1770-1840) has come down to us.  Information about his life remained only in folk sayings and legends.  Therefore, Turkmen scholars have collected a lot of information from the people's memory, especially from the language of Kamina's descendants, in order to study in detail the period and life of Kamina, starting from the last centuries.  On the basis of these materials, his biography was clarified, his personal life was clarified to a certain extent, and the conditions under which the great poet lived were determined.  According to those materials, Mammadvali Kamina (according to some information, her name is Valimammad) is from the Toglular branch of the Vakil tribe of the Turkmen single race.  The meaning of his nickname "Kamina" comes from the Persian word "kam" and means "one who considers himself small, low", and figuratively means "humble, poor,".  It was no accident that the poet took the pseudonym "Kamina".  The poet took this pseudonym because he lived a very poor and needy life.  His contemporaries called him Molla Vali or Molla Kamina because he was educated.
       Kamina was born in 1770 in the family of a poor man named Garadovlat, who lived near Sarakhs.  He received his first education in Sarakhs - first from the mullah, and then at the village school.  His youth was spent around Sarakhs and Mari.  Later, he continued his education in the city of Bukhara, which at that time was considered the center of culture, art, and science of Central Asia and had a richer literary environment.  Kamina, whose financial means are very difficult, had to work in Bukhara in order not to interrupt her studies.
      Life in Bukhara has given Kamina many things.  Here he met the well-known Muslim scholar Molla Tohfa.  Molla Tohfa was also the teacher of the poet Molla Nafas, with whom Kamina had a strong friendship.
       Returning from Bukhara to his native Sarakhs, after living here for some time, Kamina went to Khiva to increase his knowledge and take lessons from Erali Ishan, one of the famous ishans of his time, and stayed in Khiva for about seven years.
      After returning from Khiva, Kamina went to Akhal, the poet Talib, whom she had been friends with for a long time.
      The poet's poems are colorful and multifaceted in terms of genre and subject.  Most of his poems are written in the form of couplets, which is the most common form of Turkmen classical literature.  In addition, his classical poetry is mukhammas, mustazad, etc.  There are many poems that are clear and understandable, immortal art examples of high artistic poetic value.  More than 14 poems of Kamina were written in Aruz verse.
      Kamina's satirical poems and funny anecdotes have also found great fame among the people.  Later, Kamina herself became the protagonist of many anecdotes created by the people, and many anecdotes created by the people were attributed to Kamina's name.
       He lived a long life.  The poet, who lived in Sarakhs until the end of his life, died in 1840 in a small settlement called Jazid Dane near Sarakhs.
